In addition, | feel strongly about the current licensing terms, and I
recommendhat their spirit be preserved. Of course, each author will
have his or her ownconvictions and preferences. | want to point out
that the current copyright terms allow anyonethe freedom to use
postgres95 in derivative works. If someonedoesn't like the "Fournier”
tree, he can branch off on his ownand do whatever he wants, even
commercialize it and profit from it if he likes. | support his right to
do so even though | think a concerted to maintain a freely available
database is better. Noone should have a monopolyon the current
postgres95 code base. Youare not permitted to slap any additional
licensing terms on the code that is copyrighted by the UC. Whatyou do
decide to do with newcode that you develop on your ownis, of course,
completely up to you.
